1) Qualify for substance use treatment at the level of 

Intensive Outpatient (IOP) or higher; 

2) No health conditions that require continuous manage-
ment with medical marijuana, opiate, or other narcotic 
medications 

3) No mental illness requiring the long-term prescription of 

medication with addictive properties 

4) No severe or persistent mental health diagnosis or 

significant cognitive impairment

Over the past 25 years, drug courts have 
been proven to be the most effective pro-
gram in the criminal justice system for 
working with persons who are addicted to 
drugs and/or alcohol. 
 
Our ADTC takes a minimum of 22 months to 
complete and is divided into 4 phases and 
an Aftercare phase.  Each phase has a set of 
requirements that are designed to provide 
participants with structure, accountability, 
and support.  As a participant advances, re-
quirements gradually decrease. 
 
Our ADTC team is committed to maintaining 
a collaborative and non-adversarial rela-
tionship with our participants.
